Abstracts

The present volume is a well-indexed reference- book
for the literature of Chinese pottery and porcelain. It con-
sists of 7893 items of monographs, papers, data, bulletins
and plates on Chinese potiery and procelain published in
the past three hundred years from early Qing Dynasty down-
to 1985. .Among the literature, predominance is given
to ancient ceramics. The contents included are quite com-
plete, reflecting a general picture of the Kkiln-sites and
archaeological finds of ancient ceramics and the subsequent
studies in various provinces and regions in China. The Part
of modern ceraniics, on the other hand,' mainly presents
the important achievements in ceramic production and sci-
entific researches in the last decade or more.

The whole book is arranged chronologically by date ac-
cording to the history of ceramic development. Each period
begins with a general outlining and briefing, followed by
subjects and areas, which are classified. In-order to make
it convenient for readers to recognize and select the litera-
ture, most of the articies have a brief introductionor- in-
terpretation. Attached to it is an author index and a table
of books and periodicals. This reference-book is a necessary
guide for archaeologists, researchers of ancient ceramics,
designers of modern ceramics, potters and scientific wor-
kers.
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
