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This is Volume II of the STONE FORESTS
BOOKS CENTURY TRAVEL. Itis a popu-

lar-science narration of the Stone-Forest karst

landform-its birth and evolution. It provides
the tourists with the geological and geographi-
cal background knowledge about the Stone
Forests. giving scientific explanations in brief
to some typical sceneries. Unlike other books
of its sort. this volume observes subjects against
wider backgrounds by taking the relevant is-
sues of arts into consideration. With the artis-

tic elamour conveyed by its language, this vol-

ume invigorates one’s imagination and interest.
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This chapter is an early history of the Stone Forests with description of
why and how the carbonatite formation occurred. It also contains detailed
accounts about the early wildlife (e.g., brontothere and tapir) and fossils
discovered in this area.
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
