Men Gate and the Gate Tower of Arrow are successively
aligned to the south. The Great Hall of People and the Mu-

seum of Chinese Revolution and History are located at the
east and west sides with similar but slightly different model-
ing. One of them is looking lighter while the other is more
solid. The Monument to People's Heroes erects towering
with lofty and imposing manner, while the Memorial Hall of
Chairman Mao assumes a square shape with steady and
stocky impression. The ancient buildings echo with the new
and achieve a complete harmony, both endowing the atmo-
sphere with dignity and solemnity.

The horizontal section of the Honored Guest Building
of the Friendship Hotel takes the shape of “[[}” with
wholly symmetric structure and full of classical flavor. The
wall of its lower part is made of artificial rocks, the middle
part covered with silver gray terrazzo brick of axe-blade's
shape and the upper part's plastered wall under the small
glaze-eaves is inlaid with tracery of glaze. The convex part
in the middle, which forms the multiple-eaves-roof, is
hemmed with color glaze to set off its gray tile, and connects
to the roof garden with both the left and right paths, with a
framework for flower extending to the staircase-pavilions

on both sides.
