Sentence Functions in Paragraph Development

The sentences in most well written paragraphs may be an-
alysed into jfour general functions. First, there are paragraph
introducers, which are sentences that establish the fopic focus of
the paragraph as a whole. Second, there are paragraph deve-
lopers, which present examples or details of various kinds that
support the ideas set forth by the paragraph introducers. Third,
there are viewpoint or context modulators, which are sentences
that provide a smooth transition between different sets of ideas,
Fourth, there are paragraph terminators, which logically conclude
the ideas discussed in the paragraph in a psychologically satisfying
manner. Not all pieces of writing will conform to this analysis;

hewever, most successful paragraphs usually contain some come
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bination of these four sentence types.

Durmg the decade of the 1960’s, most of the : European co-
lonies of Sub-Saharan -Africa achieved independence. In the
west, Nigeria (1960), Sierra Leone (1961), and Gambia (1965)
—all former British colonies— jcined the family of free and in-
dependent natjons.

being dismantled, France, the other major European colonizer,

Mauritania, Senegal, Mali. Ivory Coast, Upper Volta, Togo,
Dahomey, Niger, Chad, Central African Republic, Cameroon,
Gabon, and Congo. Although a few European colonialists still
occupy African territory, the 1960’s witnessed the birth of more
than twenty free, black nations,
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Island Nations

Many Americans and Europeans are accustomed to thinking
of a country only as a governmental unit that occupies part of
a large continent, but the fact is that there are some very im-
portant countries espscially in Asian Pacific waters—that are
composed entirely of widely scatiered islands. As a first exam-
ple, the Republic of the Philippines has a gross national
product (GNP) of over $4,856,000,000 and a population of
37,008,419 inhabitants, spread over approximately 3000islands,

the largest of which are Luzon, Mindanao, and Samar.

On the basis of these three instances, it may be concluded
that some of the island nations of South-East Asia are among
the more prominent governments in international affairs.
