ABSTRACT

Economic globalization, as a tendency, being an existence, has

got a rapid extension since last 20 years, and will not be changed

with people’ s mind. It must result more and more influences on
contemporary world economy and international relations, leading to
new evolution in international monetary system. It has obvious the-
oretical and realistic significance to analyze the new phenomena and
the questions, looking for their regular regulation which have taken
place or will be happened in such change, for forcefully promoting
continually development of international economy in new century,
and the struggle of building new international economy order. For
the purpose, this paper tries to explore the contradictory and con-
flict, and development trends of the South ~ North economic relation
in contemporary international monetary system. Sticking to Marxian
dialectic and historical materialism, the author pursues in his re-
search in the unification of historical induction and logical deduction,
demonstration analysis and criterion analysis, quantitative analysis
and qualitative analysis, generalization analysis and swatch analysis.

Train of thoughts of this paper is as following:

General train of thoughts: basis a review of historical evolution
of international monetary system and position of developing coun-
tries, the paper analyzes the influence of economic globalization de-
velopment on contemporary international economy, and the contra-
dictory and conflict between the South — North economic relation in

In the preface, a comprehensive introduction is displayed on re-
search background and purpose, train of thoughts and research
methods, main viewpoints and something should be concerned with
the research of the paper.

In the chapter one, Historical evolution of international mon-
etary system and the position change of developing countries, begin-
ning from the concept of international monetary system, a briefly re-
view about Golden Standards, Bretton Woods System, and contem-
porary international monetary system is given. The author describes
the position change of developing countries, points out, since the
World War II till the early of 1970°s, Bretton Woods System had
even played an active action for the developing nations and the world
economy. But in this period there only less respects was paid to eco-
nomic benefits of the developing nations. Such situation almost has
not obviously change even in contemporary international monetary
system, which is based on the Jamaica Accords in 1976.

In the chapter two, Extension of economic globalization and
the influences on contemporary international economy, first of all,
the paper focuses on the extension of economic globalization and its
characteristics, then aims at analysis on the basis of relevant theories

framework concerning the relations between economic globalization
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and international economic integration, and financial globalization.
Finally the influences on contemporary international economy has
been explained.

In the chapter three, The contradictory and conflict of South
— North monetary economic relations under the tendency of eco-
nomic globalization, the author mainly covers a survey of contem-
porary international monetary system, the contradiction and charac-
teristics of South — North monetary economic relations is given. The
author assesses the struggle which has being carried by developing
countries against the traditional international economic order, and
strived for their proper rights in contemporary international mone-
tary and financial system.

The chapter four and the chapter five are analytic demonstra-
tion in two distinct aspects. In chapter four, The South — North e-
conomic relations in the international debt crises since 1980 ’s, the
paper presents an objective analysis on the international debt crises
since 1982, the turmoil process and its reasons. The author de-
scribes the severity and influence of the international debt crises on
the South — North economic relations and the global economy, and
how did deal with alleviating the debt crisis for the developed coun-
tries and developing countries. In chapter five, The South — North
economic relations in the international financial crisis since
1990 s, beginning from Mexico financial crisis (1994), East Asia
financial crisis (1997), and Latin American financial crisis which
have happened in Brazil and in Argentina in 1999 and in 2001. The
