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Abstract

First of all, legal system modernization needs to modernize the i-
deas of law.

Traditional Chinese legal culture tended to stress
the entity and belittle the procedure, attach more importance to result
than to process. Therefore, it deprived procedure of their independent
value and emphasis What is more important, legal culture ideas are

“controlled” lose their human dignity and become a tool for realizing
the aim of other people, society and nation. The true value of procedur-
al justice is that it maintains the essential right of human existence,
such as human freedom and dignity. On the basis of analysis, induction
and conclusion of procedural justice’s origin and definiton, under-
standing of procedural justice in the world and human being in Marxist
philosophy, the book analyzes deep value and basic requirements start-
ing with concepts of justice and procedural justice, contents and reac-
tion. It also argues that man as purpose, legal process designed to meet

justice’ s needs and implementation of procedural justice will make pro-

cedural justice really happen in China rather than imitaion, copy and
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transplantation of legal process in western countries. That’s the point.
