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Abstract

“National New Urbanization Plan (2014 — 2020 )” pays great
attention to the development of urban agglomeration, and the
construction of urban agglomeration has referred to a strategic height, the
plan particularly points out that “urban agglomeration as the main form
will promote the coordinated development of big and medium cities and
small towns”. *Coordinate and implement urban agglomeration plans,
clear their development goals, spatial structure and development
direction, clear function orientation and division of labor of the cities,
coordinate transportation infrastructure and information network layout,
accelerate the integration process of urban agglomeration”. *“Guide the
market and benefit labor-intensive industries of priority to transfer the
Midwest , absorb migrant workers that has returned their home from the
eastern and has moved in the near area, speed up the industrial cluster
development and population agglomeration, develop some new urban
agglomeration in the key development area in the Midwestern which town
system is sound, urban economy is more developed, the radiating and
driving play of the center city is obvious on the basis of strict protection
of the ecological environment”. Which points out the direction of
building the regional urban agglomeration and promoting their
development.

The power is not strong of the prefecture cities under the provincial

city, the development of the county (city) is more poor in the central
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and western regions, but these cities and counties are an important
carrier of the new urbanization, constructing regional urban
agglomeration as provincial center city for the center , is not only
beneficial to promote the competitiveness of the regional central city, but
also is conductive to promoting coordinated development of regional new
urbanization. Such as the Changde city cluster, Jishou city cluster,
Chenzhou city cluster, etc, which are referred in the book, this kind of
city cluster is a center as the regional center city, generally including the
space area around the county and the town in half an hour commuting
distance radius, they are relatively late and not much at present. With
the effect of expansion space affected by load space squeezing of domestic
giant cities and megalopolis, group megalopolis dominating as the
prefecture cities will be rapid development in the future, and play a
positive role to promoting the new urbanization in China.

Urban agglomeration in the middle reach of Yangtze river is the
important engine promoting the rise of central China strategy
implementing and the development of the Yangtze river economic belt,
promoting the development of integration of urban agglomeration in the
middle reach of Yangtze river is benefit to build a new China economy
important growth pole. It is that the general idea, function orientation,
strategic goals, spatial layout and the countermeasures of constructing
urban agglomeration in the middle reach of Yangtze river, are put forward
on the basis of the depth analysis of its building background and the
comparison among Wuhan city circle, circum-Chang-Zhu-Tan urban
agglomeration, Poyang lake urban agglomeration in this book.

Circum-Chang-Zhu-Tan urban agglomeration which has incorporated

the main body function area planning and national 12th five-year plan is
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focused in the book. The urban agglomeration is also called the “3 +
5" urban agglomeration in Hunan, which is taken Changsha, Zhuzhou,
Xiangtan city as the core, and 1 hour commuting as the radius |,
including five cities under the jurisdiction of Hunan province such as
Yueyang, Changde, Yiyang, Hengyang, Loudi. The author puts
forward the strategy of the competitiveness promotion of circum-Chang-
Zhu-Tan urban agglomeration on the analysis of its new challenges and
comparison with the domestic urban agglomeration.

Such Chang-Zhu-Tan urban agglomeration, Dongting lake urban
agglomeration, urban agglomeration in southern Hunan , urban belt in
western Hunan, as well as the Hengyang city cluster, Yueyang city
cluster, Changde city cluster, Chenzhou city cluster, Shaoyang city
cluster, Jishou city cluster, etc, as this kind of the regional urban
agglomeration which is composed by the provincial central city as the
center, is vigorous main to promote the new urbanization in China. The
the condition of its development, the pattern, the path, the strategy and
so on are studied in the book, which offers a new perspective for people
to understand provincial urban agglomeration, provides the theoretical
basis for promoting the emerging urban agglomeration integration and

practical ideas for development of the regional urban agglomeration in

China.
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
