@ the prevailing south— west winds or the Westerlies blow over the
country all year round bringing warm and wet air in winter and keeping
the temperatures moderate.

@ the warm current — the North Atlantic Drift passes the western
coast of the great British isles and warms them.

(3) The northwestern part has the most rainfall, while the south-
eastern comer is the driest. The rainfall distribution in Britain is a water
surplus in the north and west and a water deficit in the South and east.

(1) Britain has a population of 57,411,000(1900)and is a densely
populated country with an average of 237 people per square km and is
unevenly distributed. 90 % of the population is urban and only 10% is ru-
ral.

(2) The population of Britain is mainly made of the English (81.
5%) ,the Scottish (9. 6%), the Welsh (1. 9%), the Irish(2. 4%), the
Northern Irish(1. 8% )and other peoples(2. 8% ). The English are Anglo
—Saxons originating from Britons, but the Scots, Welsh and Irish are
Celts who are different groups from Germany coming to Britain
after 700BC.

(3)The German conqueror gave England its name ¢ Angle’land.

(4) The Danes or Vikings invaded Britain during the 9th century
and the Norman French in 1066. It was from the union of Norman con-
querors and the defeated Anglo—Saxons that the English people and the
