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The phrase “less is more” was actually first popularized by a German, the architect Ludwig
Mies van der Rohe, who like other people associated with the Bauhaus, a school of design, emigrated
to the United States before World War II and took up posts at American architecture schools.
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In his Case Study House, Ralph Rapson may have mispredicted just how the mechanical
revolution would impact everyday life—few American families acquired helicopters, though most

eventually got clothes dryers—but his belief that self-sufficiency was both desirable and inevitable was



widely shared.
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The research of Till Von Wachter, the economist at Columbia University, suggests that not
all people graduating into a recession see their life chances dimmed: those with degrees from elite
universities catch up fairly quickly to where they otherwise would have been if they had graduated in

better times; it is the masses beneath them that are left behind.
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Looking beyond the culture war logic of right or wrong means opening up the middle ground
and understanding that managing immigration today requires multiple paths and multiple outcomes,
including some that are not easy to accomplish legally in the existing system.
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If appropriate public policies were in place to held all women—whether CEOs or their
children’s caregivers—and all families, Sandberg would be no more newsworthy than any other highly
capable person living in a more just society.
