Abstract

We always know that economy can promote education, not education promoting
economy. But now, we find that economy cannot solve the problems completely, and
improvement of educational facilities by government financial support also can not solve
all of the problems. Giving priority to the development of education is not equal to give
money totally. The main problem of national education is non-coordination of the intrin-
sic and extrinsic mechanics at ethnic minority areas, which means non-coordination
among ecological, humanistic, individual development and education policy in those
areas, leading to the inadequate development of education and also less developed of
economy. Through some cases, we can see that education should promote economy in
ethnic minority areas. The study on giving to the priority of educational development is to
formulate a suitable index system of educational development in ethnic minority are-
as. And through the development of reasonable index system of education, it can be
able to reverse the development mode in the ethnic minority regions—from the malignant
development mode to benign one.

The research of this book is based on a wide, diverse and multicultural reality of
ethnic regions, uses methods of sociology, economics, pedagogy and with large-scale
fieldworks. The book is supported by theoretical research and case analysis, and then
finds out problems and common things from the cases. It is necessary to construct a theo-
retical model for giving priority to development of education in ethnic regions. Through
the investigations of the historical policy of education in ethnic regions, we should find
out the appropriate value orientation and experiences. And through investigations of the
educational policy and experience of developed countries, it maybe give us some strate-

gies and policies from both macro and micro perspectives.
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
