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Abstract

This book, issued by Shandong Academy of Social Sciences, is the 2014
annual report by the research group on * The Analysis and Forecast of Shandong’s
Social Development ( Shandong Academy of Social Sciences, SDASS)”™ . The
project is organized by the Institute of Sociology at SDASS, and written by
researchers and scholars from various research institutions, universities and
government departments.

Based on the spirit of the Third Plenary Session of the 18" Central Committee of
the Communist Party of China, this book systematically analyses and summarizes the
magnificent progress that Shandong has made in social development in 2013. It points
out that social development of the year 2013 in Shandong was distinguished by
deepening reform and institutional transformation. With policies on adjusting the
structure, stabilizing the growth and promoting the development taking effects, and
the macro economy keeping its steady growth tendency, a fairly good environment
was created for its social development. The Government of Shandong Province
annulled or delivered the examination and approval power of 230 items by three steps
in order to accelerate the institutional reform centered by forging a domestically
leading business environment. In 2013, Shandong stabilized its employment situation
by way of Entrepreneurship Creating Jobs, formulated and carried out a series of
policies about pushing on equalization of basic public services, initiated the New
Rural Cooperative Medical Insurance of Serious Illness in province-held unit, and
started the integration of basic medical insurance of urban and rural residents.
Furthermore, Shandong established plans of developing the provincial capital city
group economic circle and the western economic uplifts, which leveled up its
urbanization system.

The blue book of this year, centered by deepening reform in an all-around way
and innovating social governance mode, consists of sections about General Report,

Investigations, Hotspot Issues, Development and Administration. Based on official

statistics or empirical surveys, it deeply describes such issues as new-type urbanization,
employing and training workers, fairness of income distribution, serving and ruling
mobile population and so on. The book also analyzes the existing problems and puts

forward pertinent policy recommendations to escalate scientific decision of the party

and government departments.
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
