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The piece is about the remembrance of past feelings for friends who have passed away, events
that are being recalled and blessed; all of these are recognized to be dreams, that hovering up and
down the mind.

Dream, can be seen as cherishing moments of thought, the reluctant, unfulfilled notion of
unfinished career in the Arts, spiritual wealth left by the past people produce spread waves that
ripples splendidly; lingering sound hover on the way towards heaven...

The piece is consisted of five parts;

Introduction,

theme one, honest adagio and tactful singing;

theme two, warm and expressive emotion;

deeper development, describing the passionate times;

restatement and cadenza, dream on hovering.

The piece mixes elements of music language from both Chinese and Western. This combination
sometimes leads the audience in a lingering charm of the traditional Chinese local folk musical
magic. Other times, the sway of melodious motion would linger the audience in endless inspiration.
The motion of the sound stream would lead the audiences in a series of recalls through vivid picture

of past experiences.
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
