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Preface

In the midst of Tsinghua University's centenary celebrations in April 2011, “Shuimu Tsinghua-An International Sculpture
Exhibition on Campus”, was held by the university’s Academy of Art & Design, and co-sponsored by Tsinghua University, the
China Artists Association and the China Sculpture Institute. This was one of the key academic activities to be held as part of the
university's centenary celebrations, and also a project designed to foster cultural growth on campus.

Tsinghua formally began calling for drawings and sketches from all over the world in April 2010. The Appraisal Committee
consisted of 35 famous Chinese sculptors, critics and cultural scholars; they carried out two sets of evaluations before finally
selecting the 100 best works of sculpture from a total of 897 submitted from throughout the world. Under the unremitting efforts
of the Exhibition Organizing Committee, these selected works were first previewed in the form of a maquette before the centenary
celebrations began; the aim of this was to ask for further opinions on adjustments and improvements. The works were then finally
displayed on campus, testimony to the 100 years of history and culture at the university, and wishing Tsinghua a brand-new
outlook for the next 100 to come.

Campus culture is a significant part of student life, and something that renowned universities like to use as a way of fostering
talent. A progressive, scientific and healthy campus culture can influence faculties and students to reach greater achievements both
academically and personally. Tsinghua University has always taken the growth of its campus culture very seriously, believing it
to be an important part of educational reform and development. Recently, the university has been expanding its approach towards
cultivating talent by actively trying to boost its cultural growth. Taking advantage of the centenary celebrations, various works
of sculpture from artists throughout the world were collected to interpret and reflect the spirit of Tsinghua. 100 works of art were
displayed on campus, merging into the university surroundings and culture. In our view, these sculptures can stimulate spiritual
thought and power, carry forward Tsinghua University's educational philosophy, sculpt the image of the university, and mold its
spirit, thus ultimately improving Tsinghua University's international influence.

Looking back on the university's 100 year history, and looking forward to the next 100 years, the plan for future development is to
make greater contributions to the preservation and continuation of Chinese culture. We have published a collection of the splendid
works shown at the so-called “Shuimu Tsinghua - An International Sculpture Exhibition on Campus” in order to commemorate this
superb exhibition. We hope these works of art on the Tsinghua campus will be shown throughout the world to promote the rapid
development and prosperity of Chinese culture.
