It is well known that the ancient tradition of the art in China, its unique style, provides its identity. The splendor that it reached during several dynasties has now worldwide recog-
nition. The comparison of cultures, the recognition of identity, the dialogue between traditional and contemporary, the conceptual architecture, are intuitive features, not as the
result of temporary emotions, but as the implementation of wisdom that identifies the strength of the intellectual and spiritual development, leading to maturity and intelligence
contemporary architecture in China.

Architects of generations under 50 as Ma Yansong, Ma Qingyun, Hu Yue, Zhou Kai ... represent, with their work, the recognition of the role that China plays in the development of
the ideals of architecture, mostly recognized in Wang Shu, 2012 Pritzker Architecture Prize Laureate, who with his philosophy and art in architecture, pays scrupulous attention to
the built environment and to tradition. “Humanity is more important than architecture and simple craftsmanship is more important than technology.” On the back of the bronze
medal awarded to each winner of the Pritzker Architecture Prize, three words are inscribed, “firmness, comfort and delight”, three conditions of the good construction work esta-
blished by Henry Wotton in his Treatise of 1624, transcribing the thoughts of Marcus Vitruvius.

If the English naturalist Charles Darwin, author of The Origin of Species, introduced the concepts of “evolution” and “natural selection”, strongly supported by morphology and the
interaction with the environment, Wang Shu, using recycled materials, is able to send messages about the careful use of resources and the respect for tradition and context and
about technology and construction quality.

Rem Koolhaas recently said, “l think that any architect has to be interested in China.”

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The use of a cluster method is applied to the overall layout to look
for independent functional blocks within the School of
Management, with the interstices between different bodies for
communal space of varying sizes. From a grand point of view, the
form conveys a sense of being natural and relaxed, just like a village
or a clearing in the forest. The growth ring, trunks, trees, shade and
greenery are expressed in a straightforward manner on the facade
of the building, in the hope that the building volume sheathed in
greenery will inspire exchange and creativity. This design, connect
ing interior to exterior, is a new try looking for the concept of a
medern “organic building”.
