ABSTRACT:

This article covers a total of over 1,800 ceramic objects unearthed from
thirty-eight Northern Song (960-1127) and Jin (1115-1234) hoards.
First, the author analyzes the unearthed ceramic pieces with archaeolog-
ical typology. They are then divided into two groups and dated. The re-
sults indicate that objects in the first group were manufactured in the pe-
riod from mid-Northern Song to early Jin dynasty and was then hoarded
between late Northern Song dynasty to early Jin dynasty; and that the
second group was manufactured in middle and late Jin period, and
stored late in the Jin dynasty. Subsequently, four aspects are analyzed
and discussed. Firstly, hoards from different regions and regional char-
acteristics —the storage pits scattered in roughly four regions: North Chi-
na/Central Plains, the Northeast, the Northwest, and the Southwest re-
gions. Hoards in Central, North and southeastern China consist mainly
of ceramic objects, while iron and bronze objects are also present in stor-
age pits of northeastern and northwestern China. Second, the cause for
the emergence of storage pits — the late Northern Song/early Jin period
and late Jin period witnessed constant warfare. Civilians who frequent-
ly fled the conflict zones were forced to bury underground their proper-
ty that was too unwieldy to be carried. Third, the owners of these pits
consisted mainly of common people, Buddhist monks, merchants, and
bureaucrats, most of whom were common people. Fourth, unearthed
hoards of ceramics reflect the production and sales of ceramic objects
in this period. Objects of the most influential Ding kiln and Jingdezhen
kiln were discovered in all four regions, while most other pieces were lo-

cally manufactured.
