supervisor and a committeeman of Academic Committee in Academy of Arts and Design,
Tsinghua University. Chen serves as the Executive Deputy Director of the Institute for
Contemporary Art Research and a researcher in both Wu Guanzhong Art Research Center and
Zhang Ding Art Research Center. He is also a supervisor of postgraduate program in Chinese
National Academy of Arts. He is a member of China Artists Association and a committeeman
of both Chinese Painting Committee of China Artists Association and Chinese Painting Art
Committee of Beijing Artists Association. He is one of the founding directors of Chinese
Painting Institute and serves as a committeeman of the Artists and Experts Committee of
China Association for Exhibition Centers. As one member of Beijing Higher Education of Arts

Association, he was elected as one of the judges in the 11th National Artworks Exhibition.
