Mango Tree Il, one of the restaurants subordinated by 1957 & Co., is located in the business and tourism
heartland of the international metropolis; just like the name of the restaurant, its design is inspired by the
mango tree in Thailand and the designers hope to bring the exclusive form of the tree into the restaurant
with elaborate layout and design, so as to create elegant and fashionable space to make the guests enjoy
the quiet and simple Thai flavor in the busy city life.

The giant branches well spaced at the entrance form an arched corridor to guide guests through simple
and abstract “forest” into the main dining area. The dining area is distinguished by teak floorings, and the
walls on both sides are decorated with manual light coffee screen, of which the delicate and touchable
texture presents the consummate craft art in Thailand. Simple teak droplights hung over the dining
tables can place crafting works in different shapes at the same time, which create simple and elegant
atmosphere and present its unique cultural awareness as well. In the middle of the restaurant sets the
curved-rule-shaped marble bar counter, and the large wine shelf behind collects hundreds of vintage
wines, enabling the guests to have a relaxing dialogue before dinner.

Another side of the bar area is the seaside dining area, and in its center part stands a huge modern “mango
tree” hanging avant-garde droplights, which corresponds with the “forest” at the entrance, points out the
theme of the whole restaurant as the focus point, shines each other with the bustling seascape out of
the window and becomes more attractive in the evening.
