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Abstract

Annual Report on the Development of Northwest China ( the Blue Book of
Northwest China ), is contributed by experts and scholars long and deeply
engaged in development issues of Northwest China. These experts and
scholars, as well as the compiling work, are organized by the Academics
of Social Sciences of the five northwestern provinces or autonomous
regions, namely Shan’xi, Gansu, Ningxia, Qinghai and Xinjiang. The
final reports would be published by Social Sciences Academic Press of
China. The five provinces have taken turns in the editing work since the
first report had published in 2012. The present report, Annual Report on the
Development of Northwest China (2015), will be the fourth of the Blue
Book of Northwest China series, has been successfully edited by Qinghai
Academy of Social Sciences.

Annual Report on Development of Northwest China (2015) is divided
into 4 sections, including a general report, comprehensive reports,
regional development reports and thematic reports.

The general report, which was titled * Analysis and projections on
economic social development situations in Northwest China ", gives an
analysis on overall development situations of economic society in
northwestern areas in 2014. The report considered under the leading and
sustaining by major strategies such as the National New Silk Road
Economic Belt constructions, Western Development Strategy and Xixian
new area constructions, the five northwestern provinces and autonomous
regions has successfully overcome negative effects brought by * overlaps of

three development projects’ as well as maintained faster development of the
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region’s economic society, with a superior increase of development quality.
Based on the proposed existing difficulties and problems, the report made
analysis and projections towards economic social development in
northwestern areas in 2015, and put forward suggestions for further
promoting the development of the northwestern areas.

The comprehensive report section made systematic and profound
analysis to the area’s construction and basic situation of development ,
difficulties and challenges as well as future trends from the perspectives of
economic transition, social constructions, cultural development, ecological
civilization and social stability in the five northwestern provinces.
Meanwhile, it drew up macroscopic default policy to the current and future
“five-in-one” constructions and social stability.

Local part has made analysis on social development situation of
Shaanxi, Gansu, Ningxia and Qinghai , it is further exploration to the
issues in general part, which is propitious to grasp the development
situation of the Northwest area from middle — level perspective.

The thematic report mainly displayed from the northwestern areas
along the Silk Road economic belt, illustrated ancient Silk Road in macro
level as well as the strategic thinking on construction of Silk Road economic
belt; discussed the issues of how should the northwestern areas establish
collaboration with domestic areas and the countries and areas along the Silk
Road and how to simultaneously promote the aspects of civilization and
tourism, Islamic food industry and urbanization of Muslim gathering areas
etc. Furthermore, propositions of using the northwest China’s advantages
and exerting overall effectiveness of the whole area to co-build Silk Road
economic belt were put forward. It can be said that this report is a
preliminary summary of debates on construction of Silk Road economic belt
which is existing among academia and government level, reflecting the

distinctive perspective of the social science community in Northwest China.
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
