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Preface

This text is designed for students ranging from those who have completed
half of the elementary level of Japanese study (around 150 hours) to those
who have completed the elementary level and are ready to advance to the
intermediate level.

Obijectives

This text has the following three main objectives:

1. To organize elementary level grammar and forms of expression
(patterns) by function to enable students to master basic forms of expression.

2. To place special emphasis on grammar and patterns that are
encountered from the middle of the elementary level of Japanese study
onwards. The authors have divided all Japanese patterns into 5 separate levels
(18P to @ ) and this text generally handles levels B and & .

3. To ensure a smooth transition from the elementary to the intermediate
level by intentionally including more advanced usages of basic elementary
level items and elementary to intermediate level grammar that are not
