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Professor Khunying Suchada Kiranandana was born in 1946 in
Bangkok. In 1967, She graduated from Chulalongkorn University
with a Bachelor’ s degree in commerce, majoring in statistics.
She obtained her Master’ s and Doctor’ s degrees from Harvard
University, U.S.A. in 1976 and then taught at North Carolina
State University for 2 years. After she returned to Thailand,
Professor Suchada worked in Chulalongkorn University until in
2004, she became the president of CU. During her presidentship,
Chulalongkorn University went through a series of reforms and
became an autonomous university. In 2012, His Majesty King
Bhumibol Adulyadej appointed Khunying Suchada Kiranandana
as the chairperson of Chulalongkorn University Council. She hence
became the first woman Council chairperson in the history of
Chulalongkorn University.
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
