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Vietnamese regime, the British government was able to send counterinsurgency
specialists to South Vietnam to implement an Agroville Program. By taking
advantage of disagreements between the Americans and the South Vietnamese, the
British were able to transplant the main ideas of the Briggs Plan into the Strategic
Hamlet Program and thus had an impact on the Americans’ “ counterinsurgency”
policy. Eventually, however, Britain’s weak power position and limited influence
led to compromises with the Americans and South Vietnamese. When the Strategic
Hamlet Program was implemented, the British no longer had any role to play.
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relations. Under certain mutual understandings the two sides restrained themselves
and did not allow confrontation and tensions to enter their inter-state
relations. Although their political relationship was suspended for a while due to the
Cultural Revolution, the two countries’ economic ties remained intact and thus their
relations did not eollapse comprehensively. In the end of the 1960s, pressured by
increasingly serious security concerns, China and Korea were realistic in
abandoning mutual hostility and mending their relationship. Therefore, geo-security
concern was always the most important factor in the Chinese-Korean relationship. As
long as security interest was the highest priority, the two sides could put aside their

ideological disagreements and seek a common ground.
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
