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Abstract —

The situation of food safety has very close relation with the
health of the publics, the rapid development of economy and
society as well as the harmony and stability of society. In addition,
the extent of food safety is also a very critical symbol of measuring
the development of a country and the quality of its people.

Although the food safety issue is long - term and global
concern, the current situation of food safety in China is showing
certain new characteristics like its frequency, complexity and
intentionality.
