She returned to China in
1926 after graduation with MA Degree, and
taught in Yanjing University, Tsinghua Univer-
sity etc. She went to Japan in 1946, and re-
turned to China in 1951. She was one of the
most celebrated woman writers emerging from
the Modern New Literature Movement. She
composed many works, including such poems
as Clusters of Stars, Spring Water, such prose
as To Little Readers, To Little Readers Once
More.
