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Abstract: When the Sunset Disappears is an earlier work which
presents the theme of repentance of the Red Guards after the end of the
Cultural Revolution, including their love, teenage growth and religious
feelings. This novel aroused a lot of discussions in the 1980s, and later
became an object for the government to “purify the spiritual pollution. ”
The acceptance of the novel is actually a history of misreading. It reflects

different ideologies in the Literature Field. The reason why the novel was
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
