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for Advanced Study. Faust is also Harvard's first president since 1672
without an undergraduate or graduate degree from Harvard.

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Shirley Tilghman, OC FRS (born 17 September 1946) is a Canadian
scholar in molecular biology and an academic administrator.
Dr.Tilghman was elected Princeton's 19th President on May 5, 2001,and
became the first woman to hold the position and the second female
president in the Ivy League.Tilghman was awarded an honorary Doctor
of Laws degree by Harvard University in 2004. Tilghman' s presidency
lasted untill June 2013.
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Dr.Ruth Simmons (born Ruth Jean Stubblefield; July 3, 1945) was the

18th president of Brown University, the first black president of an lvy
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League institution. Simmons was elected Brown's first female president
in November 2000. Simmons assumed office in fall of 2001. Simmons
holds appointments as a professor in the Departments of Comparative
Literature and Africana Studies. In 2002, Newsweek selected her as a
Ms. Woman of the Year, while in 2001, Time named her as America's
best college president. After her presidency at the end of the
academic year, June 30, 2012.She continues at Brown as Professor of
Comparative Literature and Africana Studies.
