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Biography

Liu Yuan, one of the famous composer of China, a professor of Central Conservatory of Music,
started his first class of composition at his early age. He entered Shanghai Conservatory of Music
taking composition as his major in 1986. He had served as a composer at Shanghai Opera Compa-
ny from 1991 to 1999. Liu Yuan received his Ph.D Degree in Central Conservatory of Music in
2003.

His representative works such as : The symphonic poem Echoes of Hakka’s Earth Buildings;
Rhapsody No.l1

For Memory of Awa mountain; Train Toccata; Symphonic Dairy: Zhongshan
Cruiser in 1911; chamber music for 7 cellos and 1 PIPA; etc. Nation orchestra works such as:
symphonic poem: Poem of Uyghur (The Legend of Shadier); Marco polo and Buluhan Princess,
etc. His works have been performed in many country around the world by many famous symphony
orchestra. Many of his works won top awards in national composition competition.

About his music, Professor Ivo MALEC, the famous Franch composer, critic of music said in
1988: “His ‘ GuiY1 ’a classical work of modern music, both on the views of music and the sound.”
1989, Mr.R.Scheckner, a famous theater master wrote: “This composer is the most outstanding one

Liu Yuan's orchestral work “The First Fantasy Poem — For Memories of Awa Mountain” was
written in 1990, when the composer was being an undergraduate at his fourth grade in Shanghai Con-
servatory Of Music. This work was composed in one concise tune cell (Called “single cell”), revealing
the active beat of rhythm, the distinctive color, the national style, the specific form and the meaning of
profound philosophy. This composition won the first award in the fourteenth session of the “Shanghai
spring” international music festival. Through this work, Liu Yuan established his future composition

style.
