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Abstract

The Annals of Beijing’s Tourism Development-2014 by Beijing Tourism Society
(‘hereafter abbreviated as BTS) is the third book of the series in “ Green Books of
Beijing’s Tourism”. As the one did in 2013, it aims for serving Beijing and is based
on Beijing so as to strengthen the research of Beijing tourism, which is expected to
have a more significance on the development of Beijing tourism industry and our
country’s tourism as well.

It is made up of 2 general reports and 36 special reports. One general report
(Main report 1) is “Tourism Industry is Functional Industry in Constructing Beijing
Into the International First-class Harmonious Livable City” , which not only attempts
to revalue the functional roles of Beijing tourism industry in the development guided
by the Spirit of the Central committee of Chinese Communist Party but also
practically analyzes opportunities and challenges Beijing Tourism Development is faced
with, and moreover, scientifically outlines the measures and strategies to be taken in
the next phase. The other general report ( Main report 2) as a supplement makes a
concise summary of great achievements by Beijing tourism working staff, which is
expected to present its readers an overall picture of Beijing tourism development in
the year of 2013 in terms of 15 aspects concerned in the report.

The 36 special reports are the summaries and analyses of Beijing tourism
development in 2013 made from different angles and different aspects by the workers
in tourism enterprises in Beljing, experts and scholars from scientific research
institutions and universities in Beijing. In making the reports, not only field workers
and theorists work together to make full use of their advantages, but also the research
institutions, institutions of higher learning, tourism enterprises, research centers and
research bases in Beijing Tourism Society all play their active roles, at the same time,
the reports are strongly supported by Beijing municipal bureau of statistics and other
relevant departments.

The 36 special reports are complementarily compiled in four parts; “Innovation
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and Frontier Research of Beijing”, “Market Research and Industry Operation”
“Scientific Management and Business Analysis”, “ Aevelopment of District and
Regional Innovation”.

“Beijing Innovation and Frontier Research” consists of 12 reports divided into 2
groups: one group is about Reflections on how to promote the reform of Beijing
tourism industry in the new period of innovation. For example, Adaptation to the
reforms and innovation in the development of tourism in the new period;
Construction of the model enterprises of environmental friendly and resource-saving
industries; Construction on tourism management system and operational mechanism
with market-dominated, government-guaranteed and tourism market-optionally
allocated.

The other group of papers is the summary and analyses of what has been
achieved in Beijing tourism innovation and exploration. For example, World
Tourism City Federation (WTCF) and its Progresses; Research on the Policy of 72-
hour visafree transit; Study on Regional Tourism Cooperation Mechanism: a case
study of the “9 + 10” regions; Study on Beijing tourism gift in commodity brand
promotion.

“Market Research and Industry Operation” consists of 9 reports divided into 2
groups: one group is empirical analysis of market investigation. For example,
Research on domestic tourist arrivals in Beijing; On the inbound tourism market;
the analysis of Beijing tourism online visits; and the Research on Beijing Dongcheng
district tourism consumption demand. The other group of papers is the analysis of
tourism industrial operation. For example, Research on Beijing tourism price index
and Beijing tourism market indicators, and the Analysis of rural tourism,
accommodation industry operation. And most of these reports are concluded with
suggestions after the analysis, all of which lay a sound foundation not only for the
further development of Beijing tourism industry, but also are expected to offer unique
data to the in-depth research in the national industry, academic circle and
management circle as well.

“Scientific Management and Business Analysis” consists of 7 reports divided into
2 groups. One group is about both top management of enterprises and institutions,
but also the whole industry management in Beijing, such as Smart management on

the site of the Summer Palace, a world heritage, Successful experiences of founding a

few national platinum five-star hotels; a case of China world hotel, research on the
development of Beijing tourism information service system, diversified operating
conditions of Beijing tourism listed companies, and study of financial contribution of
Beijing tourism, all of which are the focus concerned by the national industry,
academic circle and the management.

“Development of District and Regional Innovation” consists of 8 reports divided
into 2 groups. One group mainly reflects innovation practice in each district and
county of Beijing tourism development, such as Strategic study of new urban leisure
development in Daxing district, thinking on tourism development in Tongzhou
District as a sub-center, Exploration on the New Three ( to promote the land and the
assets circulate, and encourage farmers organize) in Miyun county, Thinking on
Jingxi ancient road in building national trails, and innovation Practices in the counties
of Shijingshan, Fangshan, Changping, and Yanging, all of which are enriching
overall innovation practice of the Beijing tourism development.

The number of the authors for this year’s tourism green book 3 reaches more than
100, and more than ten editors work on it in its reviewing and correcting. With years
of their own experiences and professional accumulation, the authors have accomplished
the unique reports, which not only reflect in-depth exploration of tourism industry,
management circle and researchers but also adventurous innovation.

With different standpoints, and perspectives, and analysis of different aspects and
different levels, the reports result in a kind of rare complementary achievement, thus
providing different needs for their readers to find what they really want to get in the
book.
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
