Tunisian Prime Minister Mohammed Ghannouchi said he was 1 power af-
ter the country’s president, Zine El Abidine Ben Ali had fled the country. The ar-
my has 2 the airport and closed Tunisian airspace. Earlier President Ben Ali
announced 3  and fired the government because of the unrest.

Earlier in the day, thousands of protesters 4  in Tunis demanding Presi-
dent Ben Ali stepped down. The main Habib Bourguiba Boulevard was a sea of
5 , as young and old, well-off and p(;or, chanted for change.

One young man said the Tunisians had lost 6 in their government. They
want someone who can serve the country, serve its people. Many other protesters
agreed with his opinion.

But the demonstrations took an ugly turn in the afternoon. Riot police came
out in force. People 7 . Young men threw objects at the police who 8
with tear gas.

The government announced a curfew, ordering Tunisians and foreigners stay
in their homes. Tunis hospital officials reported 13 dead late Thursday. There were
no immediate reports of casualties on Friday.

The unrest began several weeks ago, 9 by the death of a man in southern
Tunisia who set himself on fire to protest. It was fanned by the Internet and by Tu-
nisians angry about economic hardship and 10  corruption among top Tunisian
politicians. Dozens of people have died in the unrest, although government officials

and human rights groups offer vastly different tallies.
