There are certain unwritten rules for greeting people,
which differ around the world.

In France, for instance, children regularly shake hands with one another.
A Korean child would be honored to shake the hand of an adult, but will more
usually bow his or her head, instead of saying “Good morning ~. Both Koreans
and Somalis ask “Have you been in peace during the night?” Or “Is it peace?”

Bowing is something many people around the world do as a form of
greeting. In Japan, the bow is usually low, to the waist. In Malaysia, Malay
people bow only slightly when greeting one another, as well as when passing on
the street.
