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Abstract: During the past thirty years of new period, the dominant sense of journalism in China
was still “propagandistic journalism”, but its meaning has kept changing constantly, and relatively
clear route chart has been shaped simultaneously. This evolution shows important implications for
us to think the future direction of journalism in Chind.
