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Editor’s Words

The Art Inheritance Taichung Artist's Relay
Exhibition, originally the Taichung County Artists
Relay Exhibition, is the first of the nation's exhibitions
to invest equal efforts on calling for submission
and inviting for participation. Involving both the
experienced predecessors and the talented youths, it is
one of the most long-standing and the most influential
art exhibition in central Taiwan. This activity has
discovered and cultivated the city's artistic talents and
has established the publishing platform of art culture
creation. It has been three years since the merge of the
Taichung County and the Taichung City. The 184th
leg to the 190th leg were Mei-Shu Yin, Chang-Hong
Liu, You-Duan Chen, Zhi-Wei Liang, Zheng-You Lai,
Li-Ying Ruan, and Qing-Jing Lin respectively. Their
works included seal carving, sculpture, ink painting,
lacquer, oil painting etc. These artists joined their
force to pass on the flame for endless generations.

The seal carving master Mei-Shu Yin follows
the Chinese ancient art; she is expert in manipulating
the strength of strokes and the irregularity of spaces.
which generatesan antique touch of mottled print
surface and reveals the change of copper seal as a
result of erosion during molding. She records her life
perception and wonderful memories with knife on the
petite square. Through her art, carving is no longer an
ancient tradition, but a fuse with the modern life.

The sculptor Chang-Hong Liu, who relishes
his life with wild imagination and in utter freedom,
considers all things to be sentient. Often he stares at
wood, and during this process of meditation upon
life perception, he creates artworks reflecting daily
life. With his insistence on learning from nature, he
chooses natural materials and studies thoroughly
about the properties of each material. By combining
Taiwanese native soil topics such as childlike joy,
flora, countryside subjects, and poetic scenes with
traditional Chinese verses and poems, he creates his
masterpieces with his unique techniques of sculpture.

The ink painter You-Duan Chen, integrates
ink painting approaches of modern times and of
traditional worlds, and blends media and techniques
of the east and of the west. He reconstructs what he
sees, experiences, and feels to embody every single
idea and thought in life through his exquisite and rich
expression of ink.

The lacquer expert Zhi-Wei Liang creates
artworks that reflect the characteristics of lacquer
paint. He applies natural organic paints that alter
with seasons to a variety of media such as metal
and pottery. With the fine texture of repeated piling,
his works reveal the elegance of staidness and
humbleness.

The ink painter Zheng-You Lai, amazed at
the innate momentum of wielding the ink brush
freely at will, merges the ink strokes of traditional
Chinese painting with the western art concepts. With
the combination offine brushwork and freehand
brushwork, he vivifies the modern beauties on the
painting.

The oil painter Li-Ying Ruan, has realized that
life is the inexhaustible fountain of art. She sees by
heart and she paints what she observes, hears, and
feels with great skills and ease. She captures the
touching moments of life from the memories gone
by. Refined and mellowed by living and expressed
with modern art vocabularies, her art pulsates with the
spectrum of time and space. She uncovers wonders
out of platitude and pureness.

The ink painter Qing-Jing Lin, is the invited artist
this year. His works surrounds the interaction between
humans and nature, upholding the aesthetics of eastern
humanities all the time. He appreciates and transforms
while objectively playing with ink and subjectively
sensing the process. By replacing the traditional
texture strokes with spontaneous ink strokes, he re-
creates the ink painting by tailoring, deconstructing,
and piecing up a diversity of perspectives.

As the album of this exhibition was put into
print, we would like to express our gratitude to
the judges and the artists. Thanks to their cordial
participation, the 3rd Art Inheritance Taichung
Artist” s Relay Exhibition could enjoy a complete
success. May every artist excel at their art and may the
exhibition and the album, composing beautiful pages
as records in the art history of the greater Taichung
area, pass on the torch of art.
