The subject of this book is a study on US-India Maritime
Cooperation in the Indian Ocean. Two things account for the choosing
of the subject. First, the latest developments of the evolving US-India
maritime cooperations after the turn of this new century, and especially
its interrelation to China, made it necessary to take a close study on;
Second, rather than the evolution of bilateral relation, less attention
has been paid to the trend of US-India maritime cooperations, which
has exerted tremendous pressure on China, its maritime security as
well as its relations with US and India. The security structure in the
Indian Ocean area is undergoing major changes: US is adjusting its
Indian Ocean policy now, India is adjusting its Indian Ocean strategy
and prompting its naval strategy, other powers are paying attention to
the changes here closely and also adjusting their naval strategies in the
Indian Ocean swiftly. Therefore, the changes in the Indian Ocean
which would exert great pressure on China’s national security and
national interests, deserve a close study.

This book attempts to explore and deal with certain questions
relating to the subject by employing Western IR theories and
scientifically analyzing the different position of US and India in
International System as the starting point.

The book is composed of three parts: the Introduction, the Text
and the Conclusion. The text itself is composed of four chapters.

The Introduction introduces the significance and questions of the
research, literature review, the researching objects and methods of the

book.

The first chapter gives an account of security objectives and
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security concepts of US and India in the Indian Ocean respectively,
explores the reasons of their maritime cooperation so as to reveal the
characteristics of their earlier maritime cooperations in the Indian
Ocean, like “unilateral” and “limited”.

The second chapter demonstrates various factors in spurring US
and India maritime cooperations after the post-Cold War era, of which
the shifting of global order, the maritime threats and challenges
confronted, as well as their commom interests perceived, etc. It also
specifies their current maritime cooperations, especially focuses on
“Malabar” Naval exercises, as its characteristics.

The third chapter discusses the “rising dilemma™, a driving
force, which results in US-India maritime contradictions or leads to
potential conflicts, and then mainly details their present contradictions
and conflicts in the west, the north and the east part of the Indian
Ocean.

The fourth chapter by analyzing the “China factor” in US-India
maritime cooperation, elaborates the complex and profound impacts of
this evolving US-India maritime cooperations on China as well as its
revelations on China.

By summing up the book, some conclusions and implications are
reached. Since the Indian Ocean is of vital importance to the Chinese
trade lane, resource lane and the strategic lane concerning its safety,
some measures should be taken. The confidence-building and security
dialogue among US, India and China should be greatly enhanced, and
multilateral cooperation in the non-traditional maritime security realm
could be widely promoted, or conditions permitted, some maritime

mechanisms would be established jointly with great efforts of three
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countries.

This book attempts to break some new grounds in the following
aspects: First, US and India’s totally different security concepts as the
major cause of US-India maritime conflicts has been put forward. It is
the “rising dilemma”, their completely different status in the
international system, which determines their totally different security
concepts and different reflections on maritime interests, threats as well
as security situation. While different maritime security strategies and
policies have been formulated and implemented, the contradictions
and the likelihood conflicts would probably dominate in US-India
maritime security relations.

Second, the goal of the book is to fathom out a China-US-India
maritime cooperation mechanism in the non-traditional maritime field.
It may be a good platform for the better understanding of each other,
the build of strategic confidence so as to tackle the challenges, and to
enhance cooperations among three countries. There is a great
potentiality and cooperation room in the non-traditional maritime field
for China, US and India, while in the traditional maritime cooperation
much concern and more limitations, considering that both US and India
have been on guard on China and the complex relations both Sino-US
and Sion-India have been evolved. Moreover, China, US and India
may jointly explore some tentative cooperation modes in the non-
traditional maritime realm, like naval forum, maritime drill, and
maritime security cooperation mechanism, etc., while implementing,
several principles should be observed, including the openness and the
pragmatic attitude, as well as the step by step ways.

Third, this book has made an attempt in achieving an intellectual
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movement by scientifically analyzing this evolving US-India maritime
interactions in the Indian Ocean, of which bears much latest and great
achievement, and by making objective judgments on the newly-
published government documents, research publications and the

interviews.
