Firstly, it proposes a multicultural
outlook within ELT and I am extremely keen on this as it promotes a balanced and integrated
relationship between the ‘self” and the ‘other’, my topic of election. Secondly, it uses an
intercultural approach rather than a cross-cultural one which tends to focus excessively
on stereotypes and cultural critique. Indeed, having published extensively in Intercultural
Communication and having been raised in a multicultural environment, I value highly these
intricacies in perception.

| believe these four textbooks embody a dual purpose: on the one hand, they
provide comprehensive linguistic input of English as a globalized and glocalized tool of
communication; on the other, they enable Chinese students to develop cultural sensitivity to
different beliefs, values, norms and social practices.
