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Abstract

The reason and purpose of the construction of the harmonious rural society are the
development of the peasants. The peasants have the basic rights to live and develop. The
right to develop is based on the efficient supply of the public goods in the rural
areas. Furthermore, in order to have an efficient supply of public goods in rural areas,
we need to to build an independent budget system of the rural development, and offer
clear resource guarantee for the basic proiects that is required by the rural development.

1. Set up a view of peasant development

So called a view of peasant development is what the essential opinion about the
peasant development. In other words, the view of rural development is how to see the
development of the peasants, and how to view the role of the peasants in the rural econ-
omy even in the whole economy in different periods and in different stages of develop-
ment. Firstly, the principal part of the peasant’s development is the peasants. Peasants
are the principal part of the whole nation, the principal part of the rural economic de-
velopment, and the principal part of their own production and life. In recent years, the
qualification of the principal part is damaged. If we want to develop the rural area, we
should return the peasants the items that should belong to them. Through the construc-
tion of the new Rural Areas and the change of allocation of resources, we can redefine
the qualification of the peasants working as the principal part. Secondly, the core of the
peasant’s development is the development of peasants’ essential relation. That is the ex-
pansion of the peasants labor force, the change of the peasants’ thoughts, the improve-
ment of the peasants demand and the expansion of the peasants’ communica-
tion. Basically speaking, the peasants’ need to improve their quality and ability. Third-
ly, the foundation of peasant’s development is the equal opportunity. The peasants
should have the basic right to develop, and then the equal right to get more opportuni-

ties comparing with other social groups. They should get the resources to make a devel-
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opment, so that the peasants can constantly improve their abilities and living
standard. Furthermore, the peasant’s development should be sustainable. We need to set
up a system of capital, technology, and knowledge to supply the development. Fourth-
ly, the essence of the peasantry’s development is peasants’ free development. The aim
of the development is not only to increase the material, but also to realize the freedom
of development, enhance the possibility that peasant is the principal part, and facili-
tate the comprehensive development. Fifth, the key of the peasant’s development is the
policy and public good guarantee provided by the government. The government should
provide a good environment and opportunity for peasants to get education and social se-
curity.

2. Set up a rural production supply system aiming at the peasant’s develop-
ment

First of all, aiming at meeting the peasant’s development need, solving the issues
of agriculture, and finally constructing the harmonious society in rural areas, we
should reform the rural supply system and the supply method. Secondly, the basic prob-
lem of peasant’s development is to improve the peasants’ ability and quality. That means
we should research the public good demands according to the peasant’s develop-
ment. Through recognizing the nature and improving the social ability, we could have a
general and rational view. The peasant’s development is the development of the peasant’s
essential ability and relation. That is to say, in order to realize the peasant develop-
ment, construct hamonions rural society, we should also research about what kind of
public production can really satisfy the peasantry’s demand based on the research of the
properties of public good. So that the government and other rural public organizations
can produce and supply the public goods specifically and on purpose. Thirdly, in order
to realize the peasantry’s development and construct the harmonious society in rural are-
as, we also need to use government fiscal resources and other social resources and set
up the regulatory mechanism for important fields of public goods provision.

3. Set up an efficient budget system of the rural public production

Firstly, the key to solve the issues of agriculture and provide efficient public serv-
ice is how to use the money. Therefore, we should allocate the financial resources in an
effective way, and also make sure that every expense is useful. Especially the ability to
use the money in places where it is most needed.

Secondly, the main challenge of setting an efficient budget system is how to form

an effective budget process and system framework in the basic area. The system should
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be based on a series of basic principles, such as civic participation, separation of pow-
er, performance oriented and grass roots leading and intergovernmental cooperation.

Thirdly, the aim of the rural development’s budget is not only supplying the money
of new rural construction, moreover, it is aimed at allocating the money in a rational
way. The budget subject is based on the budget classification and is used to record fi-
nancial capital inflow and outflow of government accounts, including the revenue classi-
fication, expenditure classification and the core is the expenditure classification.

Fourthly, in order to implement the rural development budget, we also need to
construct the relative rural development budget governance structure.

4. The innovation and creativity of the research

The research includes three components: the view of peasants’ development, the
rural public production based on the peasants’ development and the construction of the
efficient fiscal guaranteed budget system. These components have the inner logical rela-
tion: the peasants’ development is the base and core of the rural issues, and also is
the logical starting point of this research. The rural public good is the basic guarantee of
the peasants’ development, and the rural development budget is the efficient financial
guarantee of the rural public good provision.

In this study, the author discussed the peasants’ development systematically. In
the part of the rural public good issue , the author studied on the efficient supply sys-
tem of the public good. In a way, the research also studied the detailed budget classifi-
cation, which is quite creative in this research area.

5. The research methods

(1) The combination of normative analysis and positive analysis.

The research is based on the Marx theory about human development, and defines
the relevant concepts. Meanwhile, the author also uses the positive analysis to analyze
the present peasants’ labor, consciousness, need and communication, hoping to find
out the existing problerns. Connecting with China’s current situatiom, this study also fo-
cused on the correlations between the rural public production and peasant’s income since
the open and reform of the economy.

(2) The Combination of the historical analysis and realistic analysis.

This study used the historical analysis to analyze China peasants and peasants’ de-
velopment, and also combined the realistic analysis to study the public production’s
funding profile, the capital source, the supply structure and the whole system. In this

way, the author hopes that the study can supply a kind of reference for the government
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to make decisions.

(3) The combination of the qualitative analysis and quantitative analysis.

The author studied the general relation between peasants’ development and rural
public production supply and also researched the balance between the urban and rural
concerning about the public good supply in the process of industrialization and urbaniza-
tion.

(4) The combination of the expert interviews and survey.

The author interviewed the officials and scholars and sought their opinions about
this study. Meanwhile, the study used the method of Survey to acquire the peasants’

views about the rural public good and public service.
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
