ABSTRACT

Weberian Problem includes three aspects of connotation. In the Prot-
estant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism, Max Weber argues that the prot-
estant ethic promotes the development of capitalism spirit. This is called
Weberian Proposition. In Confucianism and Daosim, Weber points that
Confucianism and Daoism prevent capitalism from developing in China.
This is Weber’ s China Proposition. Based on the above propositions,
Yu Ying-shih writes Religious Ethic and Business Spirit in Modern Chi-
na, proves that modern Chinese religious ethic has the spirit of asceti-
cism and emphasizes that Confucianism can provide the force for the de-
velopment of capitalism spirit. This is Weberian Problem named by Yu
Ying-shih.

The approach of this study includes three levels. Firstly, the author
compares the dogma of Confucianism with that of protestant ethic, in-
cluding the main ideas from the three books. Secondly, the author proves
that Confucianism cultivates Hui merchants’ spirit and presents basic
characteristics of Hui merchants’ spirit. Finally and also the most im-
portantly, the author applies empirical research of Hui merchants to
judge the argument between Weber and Yu Ying-shih and test Weberian
Problem. This study operationalizes the argument into four aspects. That
is transcendent motive, the process of rationalization, asceticism, and ca-
reer prospect. As below the main contents and significant ideas are pre-

sented.
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First, Hui merchants’  “transcendent motive”

According to Weber, Chinese people have no transcendent religious
belief. Actually Weber doesn’ t realize that Confucian Philosophy of the
Song and Ming Dynasties is the turning point that Confucianism has be-
come religion. the Confucianism in Weber’ s mind has no traits of mod-
ern Chinese religion. Neo-Confucians enforce justice on behalf of heav-
en ( “Ti Tian Xing Dao” ) but not enforce justice on behalf of God
( “Ti Shang Di Xing Dao” ). What they want to construct is the society
with “justice under the heaven” ( “Tian xia You Dao” ) but not “sa-
cred community” ( “Shen sheng She Qun” ).

The Protestant develop their sense of social responsibility into reli-
gious spirit, while Hui merchants convert their religious spirit to the
sense of social responsibility. Hui merchants believe that their business
has dignified meaning and objective value, unifying clans, serving for
the state and society, and they not only “perform meritorious service”
( “LiGong” )butalso “perform moral service” ( “LiDe” ).

It is one of Hui merchants’ transcendent motives to bring prestige
and honor to their families and clansmen. Hui merchants have strong
sense of clan identity, and regard unifying clans as their responsibility
and duty. They are generous to donate for compiling a family tree, build-
ing ancestral hall and setting up clan field.

Hui merchants are active to pay taxes. They help the government in
many ways of military supplies, river work and relieving the people in
stricken areas.

Hui merchants start philanthropy in China. They donate a lot of
money and devote their effort to the cause of public good such as educa-
tion, building bridges and roads, and providing disaster relief.

The clan regulations and family rules in Hui area state that Hui mer-

chants must respect their ancestors and clans, being loyal to the state and
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serving for public good, or will be punished severely.

Second, “Hui merchants’ rationalization”

According to Weber, the Protestant select effective ways to achieve
their goals and that’ s the instrumental reason or formal reason. While
for Confucianism, essential reason or value reason is the most important.

The term “meaning of business” ( “Gu Dao” ) used by Mer-
chants in Ming Dynasty, means that they thought that business had sig-
nificance other than earning money. “Gu Dao” also means how to use
the most effective way of earning more money. That is what Weber
called the process of rationalization. Hui merchants not only learn from
Confucian classical books methods and experience of business but also
regard Confucianism as the direction of their doing business.

Hui merchants’ great wealth has related to the successful capital
operation. This book discusses the source of their capital, the capital ap-
preciation and the flow of capital. Hui merchants also reuse traditional
Chinese cultural capital, transforming clan relations into new enterprise
system. What’ s more, Hui merchants carved a series of useful business
books during Ming and Qing Dynasty.

Third, “Hui merchants’ asceticism”

According to Weber, diligence and thrift play important role in the
protestant ethic promoting capitalism. Actually diligence and thrift are
the legacies of Confucianism and also Hui merchants’ life and business
philosophy. Even after being rich, they still works hard and lives a sim-
ple life.

In Huizhou area, natural resources are short. Hui merchants run
business because they have no other choices. Diligence and thrift work
in their whole life.

Fourth, Hui merchants’ career prospect

Weber thinks that non- Western society’ s religion has inner con-
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flict with the idea of “calling” and cannot develop the spirit of career
ethic from it. Neo- Confucian has put forward the idea of devoting to
work, similar to the idea of “calling” .

Doing business as confucian being officials is Hui merchants’ ulti-
mate concern. For clans in Huizhou area, scholar, farmer, artisan and
merchant are proper occupations. According to Hui merchants, no matter
what you do, you should be excelsior and honest. These are more impor-
tant than profit.

The academic significance of this book is to make up for Weber’ s
and Yu Ying-shih’ s shortage of Hui merchants’ empirical resources,
providing a detailed and systematic case study. Yu Ying-shih points that
materials of Hui merchants can testify his ideas, but unfortunately he has
not done any research based on materials of Hui merchants. Other schol-
ars who are studying Hui merchants have no response to Yu Ying-shih’

s argument. Thus this is the research purport in this book.
