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We would fain stay out long and late, that the gales may
sigh through us, too, as.through the leafless trees, and fit us
for the winter, —as if we hoped so to borrow some pure and

steadfast virtue, which ‘will stead us in all seasons.
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It is a world that keeps alive the sense of
continuing creation and of the relentless
drive of life. Each time that I enter it, I gain
some new awareness of its beauty and its

deeper meanings.
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The Notting Hill Carnival of London is the second biggest carnival”
in the world and the biggest street festival in Europe! It is always on the last
Sunday and Monday in August which is a Bank Holiday (a public holiday)
in the United Kingdom. On Sunday there is the Children’s Carnival. The
Carnival takes place in Notting Hill, West London.

When did the first Carnival take place?

In the 1950’s people from the Caribbean, and in particular from
Trinidad, emigrated to Britain. They took their customs and traditions with
them.

People remembered the great Carnivals held in the West Indies and in
1964 a street festival took place in Notting Hill.

There were few people in costume * dancing in the streets and carrying
steel drums in this first festival. However, it was a great success. Since then

Carnival has taken place every year in Notting Hill and it has grown into an
