In this book, Dr. Dezhi Lu aptly describes the historical de-
velopment and modern applications of capital, and the key role it
can play in human development. Dr. Lu builds on his previous writ-
ings to integrate his two main theories — the Spirit of Capital and
Collective Sharing. As' Dr. Lu recognizes, capitalist and socialist
systems have increasingly converged toward the “mixed economy”
model over the last several decades.

We are fortunate to have strong voices, such as Dr. Lu’ s,
to advocate for such progress. If Dr. Lu’ s example is followed to
a greater extent, our societies will have much better means to ad-

vance social development and enhance the lives of those in need.
