This book focuses on the characteristic of the earth’ s climate and
geographical changes greatly from ten thousand years ago, compare and
contrast the exploration results from the natural sciences on the Holocene
climatic and environmental changes in the earth’ s natural, to the duration of
China’ s historical and cultural mythology, legends, customs, norms and
social management thought, look for cultural adaption to the changes from
