The first impression on me is that many photos have relatively high artistic
level. So | consider this album as the one full of artistic charm.

To appreciate works of art is always romantic. That is to say, the works
always cause the admirers to associate from one thing to the other and
imagine from near to far distance. The works of the album make me uncon-
sciously imagine lots of things in my mind. From the pictures very close
before my eyes, | see the “picture outside of the picture” and savour the

The reasons for what causes me to associate and imagine are laid to the
fact that the photographers have the tulip being taken so vital and
prosperous.
