ac.kr/. Through my work at IGSE I have been directly involved in developing an
academic English writing curriculum for students who are writing in English at
the postgraduate level. This includes the development of written communication

I sincerely hope that my combined experience as an IELTS examiner,
English language teacher and teacher trainer will shine through the pages of
this book to assist you in developing techniques for academic writing in English.
