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This thesis begins with the analysis on the absence of “body” in
the classical sociology and social philosophy, and intends to reveal the
shadowing effect of dualism of mind and body which can be traced to ancient
Greek and its appearance in classical sociology. Subsequently, this thesis
references the tradition of phenomenology, sociology and anthropology
and their significance and effect to the body sociology that re-creates the
body conception in the academic area. There among, the body in sport,
the attention of sport sociology onto the body and body sociology are an
important derivation forming the reflection to the dualistic social philosophy.
Under this context, this thesis the beginning point of the body and sport
through the Bourdieu’s sociological theory, whereby it can penetrates into
the Bourdieu’s idea on the sport in which the birth of sport, the balance
between the demand and offer, and physical education that give the
expression of Bourdieu’s idea of body and theory of field, and the analysis
direction with the combination of habitus, body and capital.

The followers of Bourdieu, his colleagues and other scholars of

sport sociology as well develop the Bourdieu’s idea on sport to analyze
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the situation of sport participation in various social formation and social
class, and progressively establish the Bourdieuian sociology of sport.
The historical dimension of J.Defrance constructs a kind of social history
of body in order to demonstrate the forming and classification of modern
sport by the way of sociology ; the cultural comparative dimension
of C.Pociello who views the sport as a total social fact, forms the
prospective dimension of sociology of sport to realize the combination
between with the historical dimension ; finally, it is the ethnographical
dimension of L. Wancquant, which make the predicament of sport
sociology as beginning point, that creates the field of boxing and the
perspective of boxer which can dialyze the body desire existing.

In conclusion, this thesis takes the direction of body sociology
of C.Shilling, generalizes the Bourdieuian sociology of sport into the
structuralism theory, to endeavor to deepen its social reconsideration
par excellence the significant of body dimension and refutation of
dualism. Meanwhile, this thesis concludes the development in the
historical view and epistemology of the followers of Bourdieu so as to
form social identification of body.
