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Abstract

The 2015 Development Report of China’s Public Diplomacy is the first
professional report that comprehensively overviews and summarizes the development
of China’s public diplomacy. The report analyzes and interprets current public
diplomatic practices of China from various perspectives including that of the
government, non-governmental institutions, enterprises, media, theory circle, cities
and different countries.

The report firstly summarizes fully the public diplomatic practices led by the
Chinese government in recent years from the aspects of national leaders, military field
and first ladies. In this section, the report has a thorough exploration of the multiple
effects of public diplomatic of national leaders and many other important topics with
the example of the national leaders’ all-dimensional, multi-layered strategic canvas to
promote public diplomatic strategic layout of constructing a global partnership
network.

The second section has a summary of Chinese urban diplomacy as a part on
public diplomacy, especially of the economically developed coastal cities including
Shanghai, Wenzhou, Yangzhou, Hainan, Nanjing, etc. Public diplomatic activities
appear in diverse forms and genres. It has been discovered with detailed analysis of
materials that the inner motive of big cities in China to conduct public diplomacy 1s to
foster the construction and development of urban economy and society.

The third section focuses on the analysis of the characteristics and tendencies of
the diplomacy of Chinese enterprises. This section on one hand points out the
problem that Chinese enterprises have a rather weak sense of public diplomacy and on
the other hand reveals that Chinese enterprises have been making gradual progress in
their awareness to use laws to protect their rights and to promote cultural integration.

The fourth section surveys the improvements of China’s public diplomacy in
international broadcasting. This section demonstrates several original research reports,

investigate and evaluate the diplomatic activities of Chinese oversea correspondents,
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the effects of China’s public diplomacy to BRICS and Northern Europe, etc. These
reports will facilitate readers to have an understanding of the true state of China’s
public diplomacy through parachute management.
