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Foreword

As one of modern consequences, the losing of the humanity spirit not only was
examined and criticized by the western thinkers, but also was paid more attention by
inland philosophers, Analyzing our success and failure in the modernized process,
and rebuilding the modern humanity spirit, had been recognized in academic ecircle.
But, they are divided in opinions about how to realize reasonably rebuilding of the
modern humanity spirit and how to harmonize contradictory relations between the sci-
ence and the humanities. In this treatise, using the essential method of modern prax-
is philosophy which was established by Marx, the history and the present state about
the evolution of humanity spirit was analyzed, the root of the humanity spirit’ s losing
unceasingly in the latter — days was discovered, and some opinions were proposed a-
bout the humanity spirit” s modern rebuilding.

The core of humanity spirit is a kind of cultural spirit which takes the person as
center, by the hominine criterion, praises the Human nature highly, promulgates
person s survival significance, and manifests persons dignity and the value. It is per-
son§ survival ideal, is looking after persons real life. It provides the significance of
the survival and the direction of the goal for the humanity. As the soul of the time
spirit, the philosophy reflects the time contents of humanity spirit. By examining the
philosophy history, we discovered, at first, the western humanity spirit born in the
Greek culture is a quite the same as whole. It is attention to lives, as well as the ex-
planation to the world. But it was developed into dissimilation of religion and only —

science in the ancient and latter — days separately, actually has deviated from its na-
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ture, and the serious social question has arisen from this state. Specially, in the
modern society, the scientific culture has already become of the mainstream; the de-
velopment of humanities was suppressed. The abnormal inflation of "the tool ration-
ality" has already become dissidents strength which controls the people’s lives. It
formed the striking contrast with the western enlighten scholar who has quite self —
confidently to the science and the humanity. The science and technology bring to the
people the plenty physical life, at the same time, the serious social and psychic life
crisis arose actually. We think that, to rebuild modern humanity spirit and to cause
the people to return to the psychic home, it needs to solve two key problems; First,
according to the whole Human activities, which questions cannot be explained using
the scientific culture, why does that about the Human survival cannot be solved only
by the science, and what’ s the original reason? Second, whether ¢an scientific spirit
and humanity spirit be divided from each other, and whether can the rebuilding of
humanity spirit be independent on the scientific spirit?

To solve these two problems, we need to embark from the fundamental of Marx
praxis philosophy, and take a whole hold on the Human activity. In this thesis, the
authors think that, the Human activity, according to its value orientation, has two
different aspects, namely, the experience and the transcendent about Human activi-
ty. The former describe the individual human being considered as a main body of the
practice, and the latter describe the whole Human race considered as the main body
of the practice. Although practice activity is undertaken by the individual, but the
individual is not isolated from the Human Race. Each one real activity is a part of
the whole Human activity; it has the significance about the whole Human Race. Just
because of the individual practice, the whole Human Race exists as the practice
main body and displays through the individual activity. The western tradition philoso-
phy is unable to solve the relation between the experience and the transcendent, be-
cause it takes only the theoretical discussion about this relation, but separately from
the Human activity, divides them into two domains unable to link up. This is a in-

surmountable difficulty for all theoretical philosophies and the most basic reason of
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humanity spirit dissimilation. The modern humanity spirit is lost just because the Hu-
man activity is expanded abnormally in the experience aspect and the demand of the
transcendent aspect is suppressed, thus people’s psychic life is losing in modern so-
ciety.

The rebuilding of modern humanity spirit, is not to suppress the demand of the
Human activity in the experience aspect, but to develop reasonably in the balance
between the experience and transcendent. Reflected in the peoples psychic life, it
just causes the scientific spirit to go out from the state of only — scientific dissimila-
tion, and return to the bosom of the humanity spirit, then become of reliable guaran-
tee for the Human to realize its self — value. At the same time, we must think much
of the development of humanities culture, diligently realize benign interaction be-
tween scientific and humanities culture. The science and the humanity are two as-
pects of the whole Human psychic life which cannot be separated from each other.

Using the basic method of Marx praxis philosophy to grasp and harmonize the
relation of the experience and transcendent, is a key to solve this relation question
for us, also is the basic premise for us to solve the environment and ecology erisis, to
overcome incisive opposite relation of human being and the nature. It is significance
to harmonize the relation of human being and the nature for modern humanity spirit.
The Marx praxis philosophy told us, only human being is the main body in practices
active. It must persist in the basic principle, which takes human being as fundamen-
tal, to set up scientific development viewpoint.

Beginning with the Human activity, to grasp the relation of experience and tran-
scendent, also has provided us a basic model which can be used to compare the phi-
losophy culture in different time and different nationalities. We may discover the
general character and the individuality about the philosophy culture by this model.
Although Chinese and western tradition philosophy are different with their major idea
and theoretical interest, they grasp the relation of experience and transcendent by re-
spective way, which has not only displayed the individuality, also displayed the gen-

eral character of the philosophy culture. Similarly, humanity spirit has the general
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character and the individuality , which takes the philosophy culture as the core. It al-
ways displays the specific time characteristic, and is manifested in various nationali-
ties”culture. For us, rebuilding the modern humanity spirit, our most important goal
is to rebuild the modern national spirit. It is the course of our national culture melted
into the world culture, also is the road which must be taken to realize Chinese nation
areatly reviving. We should inherit the essence of the nationality traditional culture,
vigorously bring honor to the national spirit, unceasingly learn the outstanding a-
chievements from the western culture and other national cultures, hope to start a new

modernized road.
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
