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Preface

“Constitutional Interpretation: Theory and Practice”, a feature
conference series of Institutum Iurisprudentiae, has a history longer than
Institutum itself. Back in March 1997, the then Legal Division of Sun
Yat-Sen Institute for Social Sciences and Philosophy, under the direction
of Dr. Chen, Shin-Min, called for papers from academia and legal
practice circles and selected 26 to be presented in the inaugural
conference, which was well-attended and lasted for two full days in two
parallel sessions. The conference was so well received that the biannual
model was firmly established and continued to this day, nowadays
hosted by Institutum Iurisprudentiae, itself grown out of the Legal
Division. After the conclusion of each conference, the papers went
through a rigorous process of revision, formal submission, double-blind
peer review, approval by the Editorial Board, and finally collection for
this 9th publication in the Institutum’s Refereed Anthology series. Each
and every essays in the eight volumes in the series so far are of top

quality while being highly readable.

As its title shows, at its inception, the series was designed to
concentrate on “constitutional interpretation”, especially on critically
reviewing the Interpretations of Constitutional Court of Taiwan, with a
view to deepen the dialogue of constitutional law between the academics
and legal practitioners. As time goes by, the themes extended to
comparative constitutional law, regional or international human rights

norms, and other challenging contemporary issues.

The ninth conference was held between June 21% and 22™, 2013, on
“Constitutionalism and Human Rights: From Ideas to Implementation”.
The conference was graced by the inspiring keynote speech delivered by
Prof. Liaw, Yih-Nan, on “The Inter-relationship Between Constitutional
Interpretation and Developments of Administrative Law”. Presentations
were made in six sessions by 24 experts. Out of the presentations, seven
papers were approved for publication after rigorous submission and
review process, to be published together with the keynote address and an
introduction in this volume.

[ am grateful to the Director of Institutum, Prof. Lin, Tzu-Yi, for his
long-term support to this series — in fact spanning over twenty year — ,
not only in his current directorship, but also in his earlier role of a paper-
presenter or a justice in the Court.

As of this writing, the tenth conference ha$ been successfully
held and the eleventh is forthcoming. However, this also marks the last
time this publication appears in the Refereed Anthology series of
Institutum. In the future, papers generated from the conference will
firstly be submitted to academic journals and only be included
afterwards in our Collected Works series. Nevertheless, it is believed that
the study of constitutional law and developments will only grow even
stronger, on the basis of past achievements.
