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Abstract

The New trend and development of 2015 home and abroad have been very
favorable for the regional cooperation in GTA, especially the four top leaders of
China, Russia, Korea and Mongolia, which have been taking every opportunity to
meet and promote the advancement of bilateral and multilateral relations. Meanwhile,
the year 2015 is also the time for deepening the geopolitical gaming of great powers.
Thus, located in the core of Northeast Asia, GTR will face many new challenges,
difficulties, especially those from the unstable political situations on Korean Peninsula.

This development report has 8 books. Book I is a general report, analyzing
the achievements and new chances of GTR cooperation. It also explores the
difficulties, challenges and key fields of development in GTR cooperation. Book II
is the study on specific topics, including “One Belt and One Road Initiative” ,
China - Korea FTA, AIIB, TPP’s influence on GTR cooperation and
countermeasures, Russian Asia — Pacific Strategy. Book III is a study on the
countries in the area. It analyzes the political and economic situations in Russia,
Korea, Mongolia, Japan, and DPRK, and explores the influence of geopolitical
gaming on GTR cooperation. Book IV includes papers from research institutes and
Book V is a documentary. Together these two books invite experts from home and
abroad to summarize the development of GTI, especially the changes and
upgrading of development mold. Book VI is study on provinces and regions,
including the study by experts and leaders from Liaoning Province, Jilin Province,
Heilongjiang Province, Inner Mongolia, and Yanbian Korean Autonomous
Prefecture, to summarize the work in 2015 and propose measures and suggestions.
