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Abstract

‘As a special form of interactions between different consciousnesses
of the saime value dlaloglcallty is the essential property extracted
from dlalogues For decades the theory of dialogism, a specific
theory of humanistic paradigm in linguistics, has been attached great
importance by linguists.

The dialogism found in the language used by contemporary
newspapers in Vietnam provides an important realistic basis upon
which the current social developments in Vietnam as well as the
national psyche of the Vietnamese people can be understood; it can
also deepen our understanding of the national conditions and culture
of Vietnam, wl"}ich in turn can better account for the current political
structure and the nature of social relations in Vietnam. Therefore, its
importance is self—evident.

Based on a brief introduction of the dialogism theory, the
dissertation offers a three—dimensional description and analysis of
the dialogic interactions between Vietnamese newspaper writers and
readers from three levels: vocabulary, syntax and discourse. Among

them, vocabulary is the confluence point of different texts; Syntax is
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the fulcrum upon which the bridge of dialogues can be set up; while
discourse is the dialogue networks set up in combination by the
vocabulary fulcrum and the syntax bridge. In this way, a multi—level
dialogue platform between the newspaper writers and themselves, the
readers and the social and cultural context can be established.

The dissertation will not be confined to a detailed but static
analysis of language units found in functional rhe}orics; instead,
through the integration of rhetoric characteristics of newspaper
language with the dimension of dialogue and its characteristics, it
will look at the performance measures of language dialogism
contained in contemporary Vietnamese newspapers in their
interactions. On the basis of rhetorics, and applying the research
results of linguistics, philosophy, psychology, sociology, and mass
media etc., the dissertation offers for the first time a systematic

description and interpretation of dialogue performance measures
