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Abstract

After 1949, the Communist Party of China shifted the focus from rural areas to
the urban, then during the period of 1949 — 1956, cities of China had finished its re-
construction and got on the way of modernization under the principal of giving priority
to developing heavy industries. As an external force that merged into the city socie-
ty, how did the Communist Party of China restored and rebuilt the city’s stability and
orders in a short time, how did they start and finish the transformation of urban soci-
ety and turned it into a remarkable force in the nation’s modernization. What is the
inevitability and internal relation between the stormy social movements and the earth-
shaking changes in the cities? This thesis aims to reveal this historic transformation
by the unique cause of Jinan and seek the answer behind the veil of living history.

Jinan is one of the earlier emancipated cities whose city structure had experi-
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enced big changes that away from tradition after transferred into the governance of the
Communist Party of China and undergo the following Large — scale social transforma-
tion. So it is typical and representative in the city transformation of that period. This
thesis start from the emancipation in1949, made a systematic description and analy-
sis on the society after the Communist Party of China entered Jinan, and made an a-
nalysis from the perspective of politics; the Communist Party of China made an sub-
versive reconstruction on the original social structure, lifted the working class which
lived in the bottom of society to the governing position and excluded the old regime
elites to the edge, gave a thoroughly housecleaning to the public space to establish a
new political administration system that based on units system and the household reg-
istration system. The modernization also arose in economy. ownership structure of
the economy had undergone profound changes, the public held an absolute dominant
position, and cities began the road of socialist modernization. Jinan began to thrive
to a new industrial city under the national industrial layout planning in that period.
In Ideological and cultural fields, sociological research methods are utilized : quite a
lot of practical materials are used to analyze how the communist occupied the whole
city, how the Communist Party of China completed the value system establishment in
the core of collective and nationalism through a variety of social movements and made
communism an almost common ideal to every citizen. After that, education was also
expending rapidly, its purposes, functions all experienced profound variations, and
thus cultivated a lot of socialists

Based on the statistics of a certain place and period, this thesis aims to gain a
clearer and deeper understanding of the common rules of city development according
to the historical progress of urban modernization of Jinan in the period of 1904—
1937. To achieve the combination of theory with history and be persuasive , passages
of elders was borrowed , interdisciplinary approach was applied, and lots of historical
documents from local museums and archives was referred. At last, this thesis gives a

comprehensive collation and study of the development track of Jinan in the period of
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1904 — 1937 from the material level to the social structure and at last to culture psy-
chology in the hope of devoting a little effort to the research of rules of city develop-
ment.
