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School emergency causes serious harm not only to the life and property safety of
teachers and students, but also to the normal life and learning order of the school. In or-
der to prevent and deal with school emergencies better, we must establish an effective
school emergency management mechanism. However, in our country, school emergency
as a special field of public emergency management, its mechanism is far from perfect,
and the academic researching on this area is also far from enough. The purpose of this
book is to fill the researching flaws in the school emergency management mechanism,
provide recommendations for the improvement of its mechanism theoretically, and form
a number of practical solutions which can be put into practice.

In addition to the first part ( Chapter 1 to Chapter 5) which is the basic method
and strategy of the school emergency management, and the seventh part which is appen-
dix, the other five parts are researching in the view of the five key points to solve the
school emergency mechanism. The five key points are: the diversified collaboration
mechanism of the school emergency management ( Chapter 6 and 7 of this book ), the
school emergency plan ( Chapter 8 to Chapter 13) , supervision and management of the
school internet public sentiment ( Chapter 14 to Chapter 19), psychological crisis inter-
vention of the school emergency ( Chapters 20 to 23), and legislation, dispute resolution
and accountability in the school emergency management ( Chapters 24 to Chapter 27).

In the first part is the basic method and strategy of the school emergency manage-
ment. The book firstly starts from the basic introduction of the school emergency and
emergency management mechanism, especially based on the special time-space of
school, then to induce the five keys of resolving the problems in the school emergency
mechanism in China, which the book focuses on. On this basis, this part also emphasi-
zes the importance of the legalization of the school emergency management mechanism ,

and offers some basic thoughts.
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The second part is the diversified collaboration mechanism of the school emergency
management. This part emphasizes the importance of the collaboration and division of
power among schools, governments and society, and offers the cooperative policy of de-
termining the dominant position of the university, redefining the role of the government
and clarifying the role of the social forces.

The third part is the school emergency plan. This book starts from the preparation
and management of the contingency plan, through examining the present situation of
100 schools (including 50 universities and 50 primary and middle schools) , to sum up
some practical problems in the process of the school emergency plan preparation and
management. In the same time, from compared with the United States which has a com-
paratively perfect emergency plan, especially researching on the composition and opera-
tion of the school emergency management mechanism and plan in the American Indiana
University, we can learn advanced experiences to promote the formulation and perfec-
tion of the domestic school emergency plan.

The fourth part is the supervision and management of the school internet public sen-
timent. Based on the impertamt impact which internet public sentiment has on the cur-
rent school emergency management work, this part proposes the management and gov-
ernance model of the college internet public sentiment and adopts it into the school
emergency management mechanism , which is on the basis of studying the basic con-
cepts and evolutionary logic of the school internet public sentiment, as well as combined
with the internet public sentiment living responding example by L University in Beijing.

The fifth part is the crisis of psychological crisis intervention of the school emergen-
cy. The book suggested that if the students who hawe psychological problems can be in-
tervened in time, more serious harm may be prevented. But through a survey of primary
and secondary mental health teachers, we found that the needs of mental health educa-
tion needs and degree of professionalism were far from match in the Chinese primary and
secondary schools. Therefore, schools need to improve the level of prevention and inter-
vention of adolescent psychological crisis.

The sixth part is legislation, dispute resolution and accountability of the school
emergency management. From the perspective of managing schools by law, this book
discusses how to construct and perfect the emergency management legal system of the
school , so as to ensure that the main responsibility can be determined promptly and ef-
fectively when the school emergencies happen, and guarantee the related dispute can be

2 resolved through legal and effective way.
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The last part is the appendix. This part provides some important application results,

including the drafting of the “Scholar’s Draft of School Safety Management Regulations of
the People’s Republic of China ”, the questionnaire and data analysis used to support
the key research of this book, an important reference of “The School Crisis Manage-
ment Guide of Japan”, and “The Contingency Plan Model of the School Emergency of
China”, “The Emergency Drill Plan Design of the School Emergency” , at the same
time sort out the legal document catalog and the significant legal provisions of the school

emergency.
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
