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Foreword

Young artists are like budding blossoms that shed light on the future of Chinese fine arts.

The National Fine Arts Exhibition for Young Artists, a State-level comprehensive exhibition, has
been successfully held for four times with wide social influence and passionate participation of young
artists. It not only builds an important stage for young artists to show their talents but also demonstrates
their creative spirit, innovative passion and humanist concern of the society through their excellent
works, reflecting some new development and features of contemporary Chinese fine arts. It is the very
opportunity in 2015 for the literary and art circles across the nation to put into profound practice of
the speech given by Secretary General Xi Jinping at the Symposium on Literature and Art Work and
the Suggestions on the Prosperity and Development of Socialist Literature and Art by CPC Central
Committee. In order to continuously create a sound system for development of young artists, encourage
them to make breakthroughs, reflect the levels of exploration and innovation of contemporary Chinese
youths in times and academic studies, and demonstrate their passionate concern of life and relentless
pursuit of arts, the Fifth National Fine Arts Exhibition for Young Artists has been held jointly by All-
China Youth Federation, China Federation of Literary and Art Circles and China Artists Association.

The National Fine Arts Exhibition for Young Artists aims to uncover young artists with talents,
capacities and potentials, and cultivate a team composed of contemporary young Chinese artists who
are good at both virtue and art and with international vision, that is a great leap forward of far-reaching
strategic significance for the development of Chinese fine arts. In order to present an exhibition of
innovation, characteristics and high level, China Artists Association held a curator conference to gather
various ideas and make meticulous preparations, and later this March held an innovation training
program for the Fifth National Fine Arts Exhibition for Young Artists where those young artists of
popularity and innovative strength were invited across the nation to discuss their innovations and review
their drafts together. In addition, some experts were employed to give advice and those young artists
were organized to make sketches at troops, villages, suburbs, construction sites, enterprises and mines
with an aim to producing a number of excellent works reflecting the great times.

The Exhibition received nearly 8,000 pieces of candidate works from the passionate young artists

across the nation. Following the careful, responsible and strict selection of reviewers of the Organizing



Committee, 89 excellent works were selected from 290 candidate works in 8 categories including
traditional Chinese painting, oil painting, print, sculpture, watercolor / pastel, lacquer painting,
illustration / comic strips and mixed media. Currently, the innovations made in the literary and art circles
across the nation are distinctly themed around realizing the Chinese Dream of the great rejuvenation of
the Chinese nation. We have seen that the exhibited works are characteristic of dear demonstration of the
times spirit, revolutionary history and folk customs and diversified expressions of countryside memories,
urban lives and realistic circumstances. They greatly expand what the Chinese Dream expresses, but
are not separated from affectionate concern and realistic comprehension of “humans”. Self-consciously
abiding by the innovation direction with people as the center, the young artists have expressed their
courage of innovation, acute mind, casual language, diversified forms and wide horizons in their works,
that are exactly distinct features that the National Fine Arts Exhibition for Young Artists wants to show.
The prosperity and development of modern and contemporary Chinese fine arts are closely related
with growth of a wide range of young artists. During the historical progress of realizing the Chinese
Dream of the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation with joint efforts across the nation, the youths
have sensed a heavy force of striding forward together and better understood the historical missions they
assume. We expect to create a sound fine arts ecosystem for the young artists to produce a number of
works of strength, virtue, passion and striking sense of art so that their youths can continuously take on

a brilliant look during the progress of times.
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
