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Abstract

How Marxism took root in China? There is a practical and feasible
method to explain its development process, using many historical cases as
soon as possible. “Take root” here means the initial stage of Marxism’ s
dissenmination. Chinese and overseas academic circles think the topic is
difficult to study becasue of the lack of reliable literatures.

Marxism took root and developed rapidly in Shandong. It started with
the single spark of Marxism’ s dissemination at initial stage in Shandong that
its Party organization has developed from nothing to appearance, weak to
strong and laxity to the establishment of the first national complete provincial
power. The local elites have made great contributions for its establishment,
dissemination and development in Shandong. It shows the great power of this
theory on guiding the practice. This power can be inspired only by these
communication subjects who believe in Marxism. The spiritual enlightenment
of Marxists at initial stage has played an important role. Their pioneering
contributions should be respected, but their also had some unavoidable
limitations.

At the initial stage, the division of Marxists” groups did not affect
the effectiveness of theory” s dissemination. Wang Leping and his group
in Shandong are examples. The dissemination process showed that
organization communication had relatively high efficiency.

Marxism had little impact on workers and farmers at the initial

stage. It was mainly discussed between Chinese intellectuals. The Chinese
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Communist Party chosen the middle and lower classes to be their potential
party members. Meanwhile, another major political party in China—the
Kuomintang ( KMT ), aimed at winning middle and upper classes. Both
parties adopted “Blue Ocean Strategy” principle, so there was barely any
confrontation between them. At the initial stage of the labor movement
under the guidance of Marxism, the Communist Party in Shandong used
popular propaganda means among workers and farmers, and achieved good
results.

How Marxism took root in China can be studies by analyzing the
establishment and development of Marxism in Shandong. This report
contains introduction, chapter 1 ~8, conclusion, 16 attached tables and 3
attached drawings. The introduction takes “why Marxism could take root in
China” as the title. It explains and analyzes its status quo in China
briefly.
